I. Call to Order

President Wolf welcomed everyone to the meeting.  It was explained that Trustees Adam and Miller notified the Board that they would not be able to attend the night’s meeting.  President Wolf then reviewed the night’s agenda and mentioned that there would be an Executive Session at the end of the meeting for contractual and personnel matters.

B. Department Presentation – Physical Education K-12 – K. Meaney/Guidance – P. Brillo
Karyn Meaney presented on the K-12 Physical Education Curriculum.  She explained the goals and achievements of the curriculum and reviewed new equipment that the Physical Education Department has/will be receiving.

Paula Brillo, Guidance Counselor, presented to the Board on the various pupil personnel services that the District provides for the students. Mrs. Brillo then reviewed a study that was done regarding the relationship between students involved in extra classroom activities versus the student failures.  It was shown that students who had more activities, had less failures.

Trustee Keefe discussed a news article from the Post Standard regarding Beverly Oliver and her efforts in the LaFayette Central School District After School Program.

Superintendent Mondanaro and School Business Official Goskoski discussed separating the auto auction drainage at the Jr/Sr High School into its own project.  This would allow the construction of this project to begin earlier.  It was mentioned that School Business Official Goskoski may be able to get final project costs to the Board by the June 28th Board of Education Meeting.
