June 28, 2007
I. Call to Order

The Regular Meeting of the LaFayette Board of Education was held on Thursday, June 28, 2007,

He mentioned that he is looking forward to serving as a trustee on the Board for the rest of his term.  President Wolf received a standing ovation.
President Wolf reviewed the night’s agenda and mentioned that there will be an amendment to the agenda IV. District Presentations and Reports, B. Jerry Kelly Presentation and there would be an Executive Session at the end of meeting for contractual matters. 
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IV. District Presentations and Reports
A. Community of Caring – 21st Century
Superintendent Mondanaro presented awards for the Community of Caring Values of Family and Caring to 21st Century Employees Michael Spring, Jane Burkhart, Frieda Zuckerberg, Marilou Murphy, Kristi Jo Kelly, Jane Galloway, and Susan Mehalick.  
Jerry Kelly presented a plaque to Superintendent Mondanaro on behalf of the Athletic Department for their appreciation of everything Superintendent Mondanaro has done for the District.  Superintendent Mondanaro received a standing ovation.

Destination Graduation representatives presented goals and targets through the year 2013.  The group is working on increasing the overall graduation rate, starting a pre-kindergarten program, maintain a mentoring program, and discussed possibly implementing alternative or online classes for the “at risk” students.

B. Non-Action Items (District Updates)
1. School Budget Vote Results
Superintendent Mondanaro presented historical budget vote results of school districts within the OCM BOCES District to the Board.

2. Onondaga Language – 9th Grade
Superintendent Mondanaro discussed the Onondaga Language program that is going to be offered to students in the 9th grade.  It was affirmed that students would receive high school credit for the class.
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3. 7 & 8 Grade Extra-Curricular Achievement Levels
Superintendent Mondanaro presented 7th & 8th grade statistics regarding student participation in extra-curricular activities versus achievement levels.  It was shown that the more students are involved in extra-curricular activities, the students have less failures.
4. 2007-08 Private & Parochial Transportation Summary
Superintendent Mondanaro presented 10 year historical data regarding how many Private and Parochial Transportation requests have gone through the Transportation Department.  There have been 64 student requests, so far, for the 2007-08 school year.
5. Board of Education & Administrator Summer Retreat – August 22, 2007
Superintendent Mondanaro stated that the BOE and Administrator Summer Retreat will be on August 22, 2007 at the Genesee Inn.
6. 21st Century – Status

Superintendent Mondanaro mentioned that there will be about $4,000-$5,000 of unexpended funds from the 21st Century Grant for the 2007-08 school year plus the $60,000 that Assemblyperson Al Stirpe secured for the District.
7. Claims Auditor

Superintendent Mondanaro said the State Comptroller explained to him that having the Payroll Clerk be the Claims Auditor is not recommended but it seems to be working for the District and he does not recommend the District take action at this time.  
Trustee Adam explained that if the Payroll Clerk continues to be the Claims Auditor and anything ever happened that it could reflect on the District for not changing the Claims Auditor.  

Trustee Keefe mentioned that he spoke with the State Comptroller Auditor and that he explained that there is an advantage of having someone who knows the District review the claims.
