I. Call to Order

  The Regular Meeting of the LaFayette Board of Education was held on Thursday, June 12, 2008, at                 the LaFayette District Office.  The meeting was called to order by President Keefe at 
approximately 6:35 p.m.  Present were Trustees Dadey, Garabedian, LaCava, and Wolf.  Also in attendance were Peter Tigh, Superintendent of Schools, Tom Goskoski, School Business Official. 
  Also present were Debbie Ferrer, Marlene Beyers, Ann Wickes, Patti Sofranko, Ronda Akl, Don Neugebauer, Mary Beth Feliu, Heather Amidon, Charlene Merrill, Bill O’Leary, Kristeen Cool, Danielle Rourke, Susan Osborn, Teresa Fisher, Erin McQuiston, Marcie Mann, Carol Erb, Laura Favreau, Barbara Favreau, Karen Ann Rosinsky, and Alieshaia Rosinsky.

II. Opening Remarks – President Keefe welcomed everyone in attendance and stated that there would be presentations for Information Technology, Guidance, and Health and Family Consumer Sciences. A. President Keefe presented Alieshaia and Laura with a Community of Caring plaque and thanked them for their dedication and efforts.

B. Central New York School Boards Association Presentation – Don Neugebauer thanked outgoing Trustees Garabedian and Wolf for their service and dedication to the LaFayette Central School District on behalf of the Central New York School Boards Association.
C. Department Presentation – 
     1.) Information Technology - Libraries
     Director of Technology Mary Beth Feliu introduced Marcie Mann, Erin McQuiston, and Teresa       Fisher who gave a presentation about the LaFayette School District libraries.  Mary Beth Feliu then gave an overview of the district technology program and the advances that have been made over the past several years.  Trustee Wolf thanked Mary Beth and her staff for their leadership in the area of technology.  He noted that people in other school districts comment on how up to date the LaFayette technology is.  Trustee Garabedian also thanked the library staff for their presentation and dedication to the district.

Health and Family Consumer Sciences – Heather Amidon overview – Heather Amidon 
  
  introduced Charlene Merrill, Marlene Byers, and Deb Ferrer.  She reviewed the Health and 
  
  Family Consumer Sciences state standards and how the district was meeting the standards. 
      4.)  Big Picture update – Susan Osborn – Big Picture Principal Susan Osborn gave the Board 
  
  an update regarding the recent Big Picture Parent night and how she had recently met with 
  
  Onondaga Nation School eighth graders along with some of their parents.  She also  
 
   
  mentioned that a second Parent Night has been arranged and that they were beginning to 
 
  build community and business partnerships.
C. Oral Communications –  Ann Wickes thanked the Board of Education and administration for the excellent education that her children had received attending LaFayette schools.
V.   Old Business

     Trustee Miller stated that the Grimshaw Spring concert was excellent.  She also noted that the Big Picture Parent night was well attended.  She said that the Booster Club Awards banquet was very well attended.

President Keefe then presented Trustees Lisa Garabedian and Jim Wolf with a plaque commemorating their years of service to the LaFayette Central School District Board of Education.  Trustee Wolf thanked the Board of Education.  He noted that during his years on the Board the Board of Education always tried to make decisions in the best interest of students and the school district and encouraged the current Board to continue in that fashion.

VI. New Business – 
A. Superintendent Tigh reviewed the upcoming U.S. Department of Justice mentoring grant that the district is applying for.  He also reviewed the contract of Lucy Curley & Co. who will be helping to prepare the grant for the district.
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B. Summer Hours – Superintendent Tigh reviewed the plans for the district to go to a four day work week over the summer.  District employees will work extended hours Monday through Thursday and the school buildings will be closed on Friday in order to save money on 
  
  utility costs.  He also noted that the district office would remain open 5 days per week.
C. Trustee Garabedian noted that there was no Onondaga Nation representation on the school board.  She encouraged the Board and administration to consider what could be done in relation to the contract the district has with the New York State Education Department to run the Onondaga Nation School.  Trustee Wolf stated that all Board members represent all members of the Lafayette Central School District, including members of the Onondaga Nation.
D. Trustee Miller initiated a discussion that revolved around the Extra-Curricular Code of Conduct and the Athletic Code of Conduct.  It was agreed to review both for upcoming meetings.
E. Trustee Miller asked about the results of the last drug and alcohol survey that the district conducted.  Superintendent Tigh said he would look into the results.

F. Summer Newsletter- Trustee Miller inquired about the summer newsletter.  She asked that  highlights and achievements from the school year be included and suggested that teachers and staff be asked to submit items.
