This is an exciting time to be working in public
schools; one thing that excites me greatly is the po-
tential for our teachers to lead the way in develop-
ing an effective curriculum to address the Common
Core Learning Standards. | see the Common Core
as an opportunity.

New York State has created “Pillars” and “Mod-
ules” as examples of high-quality Common Core
units in English Language Arts (ELA) and math.
Here in LaFayette we will be teaching from some of
these pillars or modules in ELA. You can expect to
be hearing more about the modules soon. In math,
we have implemented a new PreK-6 mathematics
series, MyMath, which is Common Core aligned.

These shifts in our curriculum are going to take
a major investment of time and energy, mostly on
the part of teachers. As a district we will support
these efforts. | have noticed that teachers are,
more and more, taking leadership roles in curricu-
lum. For example, our teachers at the Onondaga
Nation School are working with Expeditionary
Learning and the NYS Education Department to
improve a module in Grade 4. This work goes well
beyond a normal expectation and | thank them for
their efforts.

The learning curve for all of us in public educa-
tion is off the charts, yet | am confident that we will
use our energy wisely and make LaFayette schools
even better than they already are.

EMERGENCY SCHOOL CLOSINGS

District Traffic Safety Reminders

Speed and carelessness injure kids! Are you aware that
the speed limit in front of the Grimshaw School on Route #20
is 20 mph while school is in session? Please adhere to the
speed limit to protect our elementary students...besides, it’s
the law, and you will be ticketed if caught driving beyond the
posted speed in any School Zone. The School Zone in front of
the Jr./Sr. High School is 35 mph. Again, it’s the law that this
speed be enforced.

Also, it is law that vehicles not pass school buses in ANY
school driveways or parking areas when school buses have
their red lights flashing. Vehicles are to remain stopped while
buses have red lights flashing regardless of where the buses
are stopped, as red lights are indicators that students are
boarding or discharging from the bus.

If you are behind or approaching any school bus with
red flashing lights you must STOP. That means you cannot
go around any bus on any side, either! You must remain
stopped until the bus driver turns out the red signal lights, or
a law enforcement officer signals you that it is okay for you to
proceed.

Thanks for your help and cooperation in keeping our
students safe.

All Seniors began the common application in
September. Most four-year colleges will accept the
common application.

JUNIORS:

Juniors will receive their PSAT results in late
December/early January. We will begin the college search
process once we review their scores.

Additionally, the 11" Grade Class went on Naviance in
September. This web-based planning and advising system
allows parents to have access to critical information about
their child’s interests and post-high school plans. Juniors
created a resume in 9" grade and each year they are
encouraged to update it. They will begin a college search
in February using this system.

I have a few reminders for you: All children in Grades PK,K,2
and 4, as well as all new students to the district, need a physical
exam as soon as possible if not already done. Please send or
fax (315-677-3154) them to me as soon as they’re completed.
There is a copy of the physical form we currently use printed
elsewhere in this newsletter for your convenience, if needed.

All PK, K and new entrants should already have their
immunizations on file in my office. If you received a notice
regarding any missing immunizations, please address it promptly.
Also, all 6" graders need to show proof of having had chickenpox
disease or vaccine (Varicella) as well as the Tdap vaccine. All 6"
graders have chickenpox documentation on file but several still
need to receive the Tdap vaccine. Please notify me with your
child’s appointment date and send in the paperwork as soon as
completed.

We've had a fairly healthy year so far but there has been
a stomach bug (mainly in the primary grades) along with the
colds/allergies we usually see this time of year. Please notify
me if your child is diagnosed with a specific illness (strep throat/
conjunctivitis, etc.) so | can track “what’s going around” and notify
other parents if necessary.

You may want
to discuss with your doctor getting your child a flu shot this year
if you haven’t done so already. Please have a plan to keep your
sick child at home, and as always, be sure your emergency
numbers are up to date so we can reach you quickly if needed.

Regarding Physical Education excuses, please remember
if a physician excuses your child from P.E. we must have a
physician’s excuse before they can participate again. Also, if a
child is excused from PE this restriction applies to the playground
as well. All children in PK through 2™ grade should have a spare
set of play clothes at school in case of an “emergency”.

If your child requires any medication at school, please
bring it in the original prescription container with the physician’s
instructions. Remember, all meds need to be renewed each
school year. They do not carry over from year to year. Also, |
can’t administer any OTC meds without a doctor’s note as well
as a parent’s note.

Commemoration of 219TH Anniversary of the
Canandaigua Treaty

Much has changed in the 219 years since the signing of
the Canandaigua Treaty of 1794, but its commemoration of
peace and friendship between the Six Nations Confederacy
(Haudenosaunee) and the United States still is recognized
today.

On November 11, 2013, as has been the annual tradition,
members of the Six Nations and the United States govern-
ment gather on the front lawn of the courthouse in Canandai-
gua, New York to commemorate this seminal federal treaty.

About the Canandaigua Treaty

The Canandaigua Treaty brought about peace between
the Six Nations (Seneca, Cayuga, Onondaga, Oneida, Mo-
hawk, and Tuscarora) and the U.S., and was negotiated and
signed by sachems representing the Grand Council of the Six
Nations and Colonel Timothy Pickering, the official agent of
George Washington.

It also recognized the sovereignty of the Six Nations to
govern and set laws as individual nations. This yearly com-

memoration is a time of rededication of the agreement, help-
ing to ensure that the “chain of friendship” and agreements
between nations remain current and vibrant.

The commemoration of the Canandaigua Treaty will
take place on November 11 at 2 p.m. on the front lawn of the
Ontario County Court House on Main Street in Canandaigua,
New York

Please join us for a time of Peace and Friendship to com-
memorate a very important Treaty between the people of the
United States of America and the Haudenosaunee (Iroquois)
people. All activities (unless specified) take place at the
Canandaigua Primary School, 96 W. Gibson Street, Canan-
daigua, New York.
