Welcome to the 2019-2020 school year! We are thrilled to 
welcome our students and staff to another exciting school year in 
the LaFayette Central School District. We are grateful to our voters 
for approving renovations back in 2017 and construction teams 
have renovated kitchens at Grimshaw Elementary and LaFayette Jr/
Sr High School. The High School is also receiving updates to the 

cafeteria, wellness center and new team rooms. Construction will continue through the fall and 
winter months on the capital project approved by voters in May 2017. We also anticipate approval 
from the New York State Education Department for renovations approved by the voters in January 
2019.  These will provide a variety of improvements to the public address system, doors, and 
other security improvements. Work on the security project will start this fall and continue through 
the summer of 2020. Thank you to everyone for your patience while contractors put the finishing 
touches on these renovated spaces. 

In preparation for our new school year, teachers and instructional staff members have 
been hard at work preparing for the return of students. Our custodians and maintenance staff

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Buses will leave the Bus Garage between 6:30 a.m. and 6:45 a.m. each morning to pick up all students in the La-

breakfast program will be released beginning at 7:40 a.m. while the remaining students will be released off the bus 
no earlier than 7:50 a.m. 

All private and parochial students will be picked up by their respective buses for the school they are attending. 
In the afternoon, students will ride their respective bus home or meet an activity run bus at the LaFayette Jr./Sr. High 
School, depending on the time. 

Be sure to carefully check to see which route and bus your child(ren) have been assigned to. If you have any 
questions on any of the routes, or if it is not clear what bus your child should ride, please contact the Transportation 
Office at (315)677-9700.

Return to Hemlock proceeding to Martins Lane then 
continue to upper Martins Lane and turn around. Continue 
back down Martins Lane to Route 11A to the Onondaga Na-
tion School. Return on Route 11A north to Route 11 shuttling 
students to High School. Return to Bus Garage.

From Bus Garage proceed north on Route 11 to the line in 
Nedrow. Turn left and head south on Route 11A. Turn left 
onto Hemlock, turn around at the Longhouse, and then back 
to 11A. Continue south and turn right into the Onondaga Na-
tion School. Return on Route 11A north to Route 11 shuttling 
students to High School. Return to Bus Garage.

Bus #163 A.M. Route  
(Grimshaw & LaFayette Jr/Sr HS)  
From Bus Garage, bus will turn right on Route 20 then onto 
Ortloff Rd. From Ortloff Rd, bus will turn left onto Route 11A 
continuing to Nichols Rd. Turn Right onto Nichols Rd. then 
right onto Tully Farms Rd, and then right onto Webster Rd. to 
turnaround point. Return to Tully Farms Rd and then left onto 
Bear Mountain Rd to turnaround point. Turn left off of Bear 
Mountain onto Tully Farms Rd and then left onto Route 20 
west to turnaround. Return to Route 20, turning left onto Tully 
Farms Extension to Route 11A north. Turnaround Route 11A, 
head to Rowland Rd, and then back to Route 20. Head east 
on Route 20 to Webb Rd. Turn left onto Webb Rd and then 
left onto Amidon Rd. Continue on Summer Ridge, turn around 
and continue back to Webb Rd. Left on Webb Rd. Left onto 
Shute Rd. Turn around, then left onto Webb rd. Proceed to 
LaFayette High School and then to Grimshaw.

Bus #138 A.M. Route  
(Grimshaw & LaFayette Jr/Sr HS)  
From Bus Garage, bus will proceed north on Route 11 to 
Kennedy Rd. picking up students on Route 11, north of Mc-
Clary Rd.. Turn right from Route 11 to Kennedy Rd, then to 
Sentinel Heights. Turn right on Sentinel Heights to Graham 
Rd. Left on Graham to LaFayette Rd. Left on LaFayette Rd. 
to Forestry turnaround. Back on LaFayette Rd. Turn left onto 
Barker Hill Rd. to turnaround. Continue on Barker Hill Rd 
to LaFayette Rd and turn left. Continue on LaFayette Rd to 
Coye Rd turnaround. Right on LaFayette Rd and proceed to 
High School and then to Grimshaw. 
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Bus #139 A.M. Route  
(Grimshaw & LaFayette Jr/Sr HS)  
From Bus Garage, bus will proceed left on Route 20 to 
LaFayette Rd. Turn left on LaFayette Rd. to Reidy Hill Rd 
and turn right. Continue on Reidy Hill Rd and then right onto 
Eager Rd to Apulia Rd. Turn left on Apulia Rd to Bush Rd. 
Right on Bush Rd to turnaround. Continue back on Bush Rd 
to Apulia Rd, turning right. Apulia rd north to turn around, 
then back south on Apulia Rd to Route 20. Left on Route 20, 
then left on Dodge Rd to Apulia Rd and turn right. Continue 
to Colton Rd. Turn right on Colton to O’Connell Rd. Turn right 
on O’Connell and then right on Route 20 west. Proceed to 
the High School and then to Grimshaw.

Bus #145 A.M. Route  
(ONS & Grimshaw)  
From Bus Garage, bus will proceed right on Route 20 to 
Everingham Rd, continuing to turn around. Return back to 
Route 20, turning left. Route 20 east to Tully Farms Rd Ext. 

Turn left on Route 11A 
beginning pickups at the Onondaga Nation Line. Continue 
on Route 11A to Gibson Rd. Turn left on Gibson to Route 80. 
Continue right onto Route 80 to Commissary Rd. Turn left on 
Commissary and continue up to turnaround point. Return on 
Commissary to Route 80 to Gibson Rd to Route 11A. Turn 
left onto Route 11A north and go to the Onondaga Nation 
School. Then proceed to Grimshaw. 

Bus #166 A.M. Route  
(Grimshaw & LaFayette Jr/Sr HS)  
From Bus Garage, bus will proceed north on Route 11 be-
ginning pickups just north of the High School. Continue on 
Route 11 to McClary Rd. Proceed onto McClary, then Ken-
nedy Rd, and then to Sentinel Heights. Continue on Sentinel 
Heights to Mercun Dr. Turn right on Mercun Dr to turn around 
point. Back to Sentinel Heights and turn right. Continue on 
Sentinel Heights to Route 11. Turn left onto Route 11 pick up 
students on the West side of Route 11 to the Dollar General 
Store turn around and then pick up students on East side 
of Route 11. Continue to the High School and then to Grim-
shaw. 

Bus #167 A.M. Route  
(Grimshaw & LaFayette Jr/Sr HS)  
From Bus Garage, bus will go left on Route 20 to LaFayette 
Rd. Turn left on LaFayette Rd. beginning pickups on both 
sides of LaFayette Rd. from Rte. 20 to Coye Rd. Turnaround 
at Coye and Old Coye Rd. and continue on LaFayette Rd to 
Bull Hill Rd. Turn Right on Bull Hill Rd picking up students 
on Bull Hill as bus proceeds to McClary Rd. Left on McClary 
to Route 11. Left on Route 11. Left onto Webb Rd and then

right onto Groth Rd. Head down Groth Rd, turn around and 
return to Webb Rd.

●	 District Implementation of Professional Learning Communities (PLC) - This year, all schools will dismiss ear-
ly on Mondays to allow teachers to participate in collaborative team meetings focused on improving teaching and learning 
throughout our school. These collaborative team meetings are called Professional Learning Communities (PLCs). The 
Jr./Sr. High School will dismiss at 2:00 p.m. on Mondays throughout the school year. Students who participate in athletic 
programs in grades 7-12 at the Jr/Sr High School will have the availability of a sports study hall.

While we have gone to great lengths to create a positive learning environment here at the LaFayette Jr. /Sr. High 
School, these efforts go unfulfilled unless we have regular daily attendance from our student population.

District Traffic Safety Reminders 
Speed and carelessness injure kids! Are you aware that the speed 

limit in front of the Grimshaw School on Route 20 is 20mph while school 
is in session? Please adhere to the speed limit to protect our elementary 
students…besides, it’s the law, and you will be ticketed if caught driving 
beyond the posted speed in any School Zone. The School Zone in front 
of the Jr./Sr. High School is 35 mph. Again, it’s the law that this speed be 
enforced. Also, it is law that vehicles not pass school buses in ANY school 
driveways or parking areas when school buses have their red lights flash-
ing. Vehicles are to remain stopped while buses have red lights flashing 
regardless of where the buses are stopped, as red lights are indicators that 
students are boarding or discharging from the bus. If you are behind or 
approaching any school bus with red flashing lights you must STOP. That 
means you cannot go around any bus on any side either! You must re-
mained stopped until the bus driver turns out the red signal lights, or a law 
enforcement officer signals you that it is okay for you to proceed.

Leonardo Oppesidano was honored with our annual 
Advisor of Excellence Award. Below is an excerpt from 
Lenny's acceptance speech.

I used to tell the story of the moment I knew that I 
needed Big Picture, before I ever knew Big Picture existed. I 
was teaching 7th grade science in the traditional school, and 
the students were dissecting owl pellets. We were approach-
ing the end of the period when one young man was just get-
ting his technique down, meticulously picking the tiny bones 
and teeth from the tightly packed fur. He was so into it that 
he didn’t hear my cues to clean up. I was watching him when 
the bell rang and there was a wave of disappointment and 
frustration that washed over his face. He wasn’t done learn-
ing. He was just getting started.

I hated those bells because we all know that is not how 
the human brain works. That moment frustrated me as a 
teacher and it wasn’t long after that, I visited a Big Picture 
school in the Bronx. That fall Susan Osborn started the La-
Fayette Big Picture High School with me, an LTI coordinator, 
15 students, and two rooms borrowed from the elementary 
school.

Big Picture has helped me grow in so many ways in the 

past 11 years. I did the math and I have enjoyed over 500 
student exhibitions and have learned something new from 
each one. I’ve also learned from hundreds of internship site 
visits. Big Picture students are out at internships, engaged 
in real work in their field of interest. Advisors conduct visits 
to check in, develop LTI projects and at times work through 
obstacles. But every visit is a learning experience for me 
because my students are training and caring for animals, 
building structures, welding, restoring, and renovating. 

I am grateful for every one of those opportunities. But 
what’s most important is the benefit to students. Big Picture 
has been so many things to our students: a refuge, a family, a 
path to opportunity, proof that someone cares unconditionally, 
a place to take risks, a place to fail safely, and a reason to 
invest in themselves. BP has been a place where all students 
have a voice. Not just an opinion, but a culture that honors 
different perspectives. 

That is really what we need after all, isn’t it? Now there 
are many things happening in the educational system that 
make me optimistic. We need an environment where differ-
ences can be worked out through rational dialogue, instead of 
conflict. Advisory provides that space.

Reapplication:  You may apply for benefits any time during the school year.  Also, if you are not eligible now, but during the school year become 
unemployed, have a decrease in household income, or an increase in family size you may request and complete an application at that time. 
The disclosure of eligibility information not specifically authorized by the NSLA requires a written consent statement from the parent/guardian.  We will 
let you know when your application is approved or denied.
