MLA CITATION FORMATS
FOR
LAFAYETTE JSHS GRADES 7 AND 8
At LaFayette Jr. Sr. High School we use the Modern Language Association (MLA) format for citing sources for your class assignments.  We refer to this as MLA citation format.

Things to remember:

· A list of citations is called a Works Cited list.

· Double space between ALL lines in your Works Cited list.

· All citations are in alphabetical order by the first word in the citation on your Works Cited list.

· Indent ALL lines in a citation after the first line.

· URL= Uniform Resource Locator OR web address including http://

BASIC CITATION FORMAT FOR BOOKS:

Author’s Last Name, First Name, Book Title, City: Publisher, Date. 
EXAMPLE:

Petroski, Henry. To Engineer is Human: The Role of Failure in Successful Design.

New York: St. Martin’s Press, 1985.

BASIC CITATION FORMAT FOR WEB PAGES:

Author’s Last Name, First Name, “Title of Page”, Publication Information, 

Date Created, Name of Sponsoring Institution, Date site was accessed, 
<URL of site>.
EXAMPLE:

Devitt, Terry. “Flying High”. The Why Files. 9 Dec. 1999. University of Wisconsin,

Board of Regents. 4 Jan. 2000. http://whyfiles.news.wisc.edu/shorties/kite.html.
