Photo Story Web project

For the introduction of this novel we watched a photo montage that I’d compiled in Photo Story. I would like you to do the same thing, only including music/voice/transitions using photos from this time period. This should completed keeping The Grapes of Wrath and its themes and ideas in mind.
Using Photo Story please tell a story, with pictures and sound. There should be a beginning, middle and end with a theme and continuity throughout the project.

You have 5 (five) class days to complete this project. Your final project should be saved and placed in my dropbox. Your filename should be your name so that I can tell whose work I am looking at! 

I would recommend that you follow the following process:

1. Choose a topic from the list below (hopefully you’ll pick one that you have some curiosity about)

2. Start your search for photographs
3. Save 15-20 images that interest you (you need to use a minimum of 15)
4. Write a script or pick music to help you tell the story of the images (you are required to have sound in your final product)
5. Start working in Photo Story to create a “movie” with images and sound

6. Save to my dropbox
